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Instruction for Authors

A) The Culture and Popular Literature Quarterly has been published since 2012, and publishes
only those articles, which have been prepared in a scientific and systematic manner, in the
following fields:

- Popular literature

- Folklore

- Language and folklore dialect

- Folklore arts

- Ethnography

- Criticism and theories of popular culture and literature

Articles in this quarterly are received only in electronic form.

B) General principles:

1. In addition to complying with Farsi (Persian) writing rules, it is recommended that in writing the
articles, the outmost attempt must be spared to used Persian words to the extent possible.

2. The articles should be typed in word 2003 or word 2007, and its volume excluding the English
abstracts must not exceed 20 pages of the journal (6,500 words).

3. Observing the half- interval (Shift + Space key combination in Windows Persian) typing is required.

4. Articles must not be published in other journals. It is necessary that all authors must submit an
application. Meanwhile, one of the as responsible must be introduced to the Journal Office.

5. The early admission of the article requires the compliance with the writing guide, and the final
acceptance and publication is subject to the approval of the Editorial Board and the reviewers.

6. The name of scientific position of the author(s) must be given under the title of the paper, and the postal
address and the Email of the corresponding author must be explained in the footnote of the first page.

7. There should be a short acknowledgement statement in the footnote of the first page to honor the
individuals and organizations that have cooperated in the investigation or preparation of the article.

8. The abstracts (both in Persian and English) should contain 150 to 250 words, and include objective(s),
theoretical framework, methodology and major findings of the article.

9. The abstract keywords should be expressed in 5-8 words.

10. The Latin equivalent of foreign names, words and phrases as well as additional explanations must be
given in the footnote of the last page of the article.

11. References must be set alphabetically according to the author's last (sure) name.

12. The template of source quoted in the article includes should include the author’s last name, and the
source's year and page (For instance: Mahdavi, 1996, P. 21).

13. The template of source quoted in the book must include the author's last name(s), and first name, the
year of publication of the book; title of the book, translations (if any), place (city) of publication, name
of publication, and edition number.

14. The template of source quoted from a book in the references (Persian and English) must include: last
name and name of the author, year of publication of the book, title of the book, translations (if any),
place (city) of publication, name of publisher, and edition number.

15. The template of source quoted in journal must include: last name and name of the author, year of
publication of the journal (article), title of the article, translator (if any), name of the journal, address of
the journal, and number of the journal.

16. The article must be typed and prepared in A4 papers (with the Single spacing, font size 12 B Lotus)
(for Latin texts: font size 11, Times New Roman) in Word 2003, Windows 7. The images should be
in Jpeg format with dpi or ppi 300 resolution. They must be easily readable, clear and precise.

17. After publication of the article a copy of the Quarterly will be donated to each of the authors, and two
copies will be given to the corresponding author.

18. The Quarterly has a free hand to edit the content of the articles accepted for publication.
